Synopsis

Postsecondary four-year and graduate Institutions in the 9 States of northeast region of the United States were
surveyed through internet. The purpose was to know what types of programs are for gifted teacher education and
what kind for gifted and talented students. The results show that gifted teacher education programs were 4 out of
168 institutions in the New England region, 14 out of 320 institutions in the South Atlantic region, total up to 18
out of 488 institutions. There were some programs for gifted and talented students at 5 institutions in the New
England region, at 9 institutions in the South Atlantic region, a total of 14 institutions.
