[Synopsis])

Postsecondary four-year and graduate Institutions in the 5 States of the Pacific region of the United States, which
are accredited by the regional accreditors, or national accreditors, or programmatic accreditors, were surveyed
through internet. The purpose was to know what types of programs are for gifted teacher education and what kind
for gifted and talented students. The results show that gifted teacher education programs were 7 (2.3%) institutions
out of 307 institutions in the Pacific region. There were some programs for gifted and talented students at 9 (2.9%)
institutions in the Pacific region.
