13. Teacher Education Programs for Gifted

[abstract]
[Purpose] The several accredited, four-year, higher education institutions in the United States which had the
teacher education programs for gifted (GTE prgm) were picked up and were re-surveyed their admissions,
curriculums, graduate requirements, and tuitions in 2023.
[Methods] The institutions were re-surveyed through their home pages in 2023.
[Results] At undergraduate level of the face-to-face format, the four institutions were picked up, the endorsement
programs of Drake Univ (IA) and Columbia Univ (NY), the degree programs of Ball State Univ (IN) and Western
Carolina Univ (NC). The add-on certificate programs at master level of the face-to-face format, Univ of WI-
Stevens Point and NM Highlands Univ were picked up. The master degree program of the face-to-face format of
TX State Univ, of the hybrid format of George Mason Univ (VA), and of the online format of Johns Hopkins Univ
(MD) were picked up. The education specialist programs, of the face-to-face format of Univ of GA, and the online
format of AR State Univ. The educational doctor programs of William & Mary (VA) and Ph.D. program of LA
State Univ & A & M Clge were picked up.
[ Discussion/Conclusion] The online surveys about credential requirements to teach in the gifted programs by
EducationWeek"” in 2019 showed that 70% of 1,284 participant’s answers were yes. Education programs for gifted
teacher help to understand gifted education.
